Regulations on the function of the branches of HELLENIC EDUCATIONAL Society
PART I

Establishment-Headquarters-Aim
Article 1

The Society’s Executive Board of the Company in accordance with Article 25 of its statute can decide the establishing of branches if the present requirements are satisfied.
Article 2

The Executive Board of Hellenic Educational Society (HES) asks the establishing of the branch upon request of at least ten (10) members of the Society, residing at the headquarters district and regional headquarters of the branch that is going to be established. Negative resolution of the Executive Board must be justified. In case a negative resolution arises, it is forwarded to the first general meeting/assembly of the Society that has the final judgement. The Executive Board must annotate the relevant topic on the agenda of the particular General Meeting.

Article 3
The boundaries of the region of the Branch coincide with the boundaries of the geographical areas of the Country. If it is possible to set up several branch offices in the same geographical region, the Executive Board of the HES defines the limits of the liability of each branch.
Article 4

Each Branch has its own round stamp upon which the title “Hellenic Educational Society” is written whereas in the middle of the stamp the word “Branch” is stated, accompanied with the specific name of its Branch.
Article 5

The aim of the Branches is to promote the objectives of the HES as specified in the Article 2 of its statute as well as in the article 3. In this context, the Branches have -within the competence of their region- autonomy in their scientific activities and approach, which is preferred as long as it does not deviate from the guidelines of the Executive Board and as long as it implements the decisions of the General Meeting of the HES. The branches are obliged to inform the Executive board about their activities.
PART II

Members
Article 6

The members of each Branch are the members of the HES residing at the headquarters district and the region of the Branch, as specified in the article 2 and 3 of the current regulations.
