statute of the hellenic educational Society
I. Establishment and Aims of the society
Article 1

A scientific association with the name “Hellenic Educational Society” is established and has its headquarters in Athens.

Article 2

Objectives of the association are:

a. The general promotion of advancing Education Sciences
b. The study and scientific analysis of problems that arise in Greek Education as well as the contribution to a better planning and improvement of the way the educational system and other services or organizations, which are involved in the pedagogic process, work. 

c. The contribution to the training of the teaching staff of all the levels of education as well as of all those who practice pedagogic work in other sectors.
d. The development and evaluation of student assessment criteria and other instruments for scientific research
e. The dissemination of knowledge to the public and particularly to the parents relevant to the issue of human education and mainly the assistance of parents to handle the problems encountered during the education and the orientation of their children.
f. The development of cooperation with relevant Greek and foreign scientific institutions,
research centers and institutions. The provision of  legal assistance to safeguard the professional interests of members in the scientific fields with a pedagogic task such as Educators, Psychopedagogues, Sociologists of Education, Special Educators, Speech Therapists, Adult Trainers, Education Technologists, School Career Counselors, Economics of Education and Educational Planning Specialists etc.
Article 3
Means

The association aims at fulfilling the aforementioned objectives by:

a) conducting and publishing scientific research on educational issues according to the procedure described in article 20.
b) publishing other kinds of scholarly papers pertaining to the Education Sciences
c) translating and publishing remarkable foreign psychopedagogic works

d) presenting scholarly papers in Greece and abroad

e) organizing scientific conferences, training seminars for educators and courses for parents

f) organizing lectures of pedagogic or of relevant interest for the public in several cities across Greece.

g) publishing a specialized scholarly journal

h) establishing special awards and distinctions for the best works within a year  in the Sciences of Education
i) establishing a specialized library in the future

j) as well as using every means deemed appropriate and beneficial by the Society’s Executive Board.
